e Sewing machine with a straight stitch and a quarter-inch foot and/or the ability to create a
quarter inch seam. (A quarter-inch foot with a guide attached will NOT work for sewing
curves.)

¢ Rotary cutter with a sharp new blade (60mm if you have one). | prefer this particular rotary
cutter because it gives me good visibility and control when cutting improvisation-ally.
