A welcome return 
 
After 10 years or so, I returned to the Empty Spools seminars at Asilomar in 

Pacific Grove this March.  I have no idea why I waited so long because I 

always loved it, but I am so glad I have reignited my excitement and love of 

this marvelous gathering.  The weather was lovely - some overcast days, 

some bright sunshine with crisp mornings and evenings.  

 

I took a class with Jennifer Sampou called “Quilts that Glow”. 

We worked with our fabrics, many of them from Jennifer’s 

ombre collections, to achieve glow in our blocks.  Much of this 

was achieved in how the different fabrics were placed together.  

It took a bit to really see what we were aiming for, but eventually 

I began to really see the glow emerge.  Placing just the right 

two strips together in the design could do amazing things.  Most 

of us worked on Log Cabin blocks so we could concentrate on 

the look of the block rather than more a complicated sewing 

project. 

 

The whole class was an inspiration, it was wonderful to walk 

down to the beach or along the dune area at lunchtime or at 

sunset, and everyone was excited about quilting and what they 

were creating. 

 

I have included a photo of a few of my blocks along 

with one of the room one evening with all our strips 

hanging just ready to be used. 

 

Good news for the future of Empty Spools - I know 

many quilters have wondered about what will 

happen when the directors retire from their 30+ 

years running this great organization.  Wonder no 

more!  Suzanne’s daughter and granddaughter will 

be taking over and promise to continue to offer 

great classes and top-notch teachers.

Buckle up for a new take on modern, improv curves!  We'll 
experiment and play with topstitch applique curves that are 
Finished, Freeing, Forgiving, and FUN!  Once you see how quick 
and easy it is to create these improvisational curves, we'll add a 
modern, curvy twist to traditional quilt designs including borders, 
Pinwheels, Chinese Coins, Log Cabins, and Drunkard's Path 
blocks.  
 
Student Supply List:  

 Minimum Fabric Requirements to try each technique by making 
a Few Blocks/Units  

• 6 or more fat quarters (18"x22")  
• Optional: 8 or more 10" squares (layer cake works great!)  
• Additional fabric to make more units to create a larger quilt

 Sewing Machine in good working order with open toe applique 
foot or quarter inch piecing foot  

 50wt thread—can coordinate or contrast with fabric

"Bringing 
Architecture to Life" - A PowerPoint lecture featuring Rachel's 
architecture quilts.  Her recent move to Philadelphia has 
inspired a new series of quilts featuring favorite buildings and 
vistas.  She includes the techniques used to create these quilts 
in the lecture.  This meeting is in person only. 
 

About Rachel Derstine 
I am an art quilter living in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania.  My 
works have been featured in invitational and juried gallery 
shows and fine art/craft shows throughout the country.  My work has been purchased and installed in 
institutions such as Epic Corporation in Madison, WI, and the Milton Hershey Medical Center in 
Hershey, PA.  I have done commissioned works for Salford Mennonite Meetinghouse in Harleysville, 
PA, Souderton Mennonite Homes in Souderton, PA, Garden Spot Village in New Holland, PA, and 
Penn Foundation in Sellersville, PA.  
 

Originally coming from a music background with degrees in piano performance, I have had a long music 
teaching career.  My quilting has only become the focus of my work in the last 12 years. 
 

Having spent my first 15 years in Japan as a child of missionaries, my work is greatly influenced by my 
childhood surroundings.   
 

I primarily use hand dyed or painted cottons, silks and 
nonwovens but also have a love of Asian fabrics and 
kimono silks, incorporating these ancient traditional 
fabrics into my compositions.  Use of sheers, couching 
and fabric paints give a sense of depth and texture.  
Slightly curving lines portray gracefulness and circles 
are often present representing wholeness and 
creativity.

Grab an old quilt, or make a custom quilt, to 
create your one-of-a-kind coat.  The size of the 
quilt you need depends on the pattern you 
choose and the design of your quilted fabric.  
My Rainbow Jacket was made from New Look 
Pattern 6585 and approximately 2/3 of a well-
worn, queen-sized quilt.  Prior to the workshop, 
I’ll email a Workshop Prep Sheet with 
guidelines and suggestions for choosing a 
jacket pattern (with or without hood) and the 
prep work that will let us maximize our time in 
the workshop.  Even if you have never sewn a 
garment, or shudder when you remember Jr. High Home Ec. fails, you can 
make a quilted coat.  Although you won’t complete the coat in our 
workshop, you will go home confident you can do the finish work.   
 

We are limiting this workshop to 10 participants.

Are you a lifelong learner?  I hope so.  This past weekend I had a chance to visit 
the 29 Palms Museum adjacent to the 29 Palms Hotel I was staying at with my 
husband.  The hotel started in 1929 with an organic garden, pool, and real oasis. 
 

I grew up in a renovated schoolhouse in Connecticut.  So, it meant for me to visit 
this schoolhouse that had been moved to its present site. 
 

The Twentynine Palms Historical Society was founded by five 
individuals on April 26, 1982.  Today, it continues its original purpose of 
preserving and interpreting the historical heritage of the Twentynine 
Palms area through a variety of educational activities including field 
trips, lectures, and a quarterly newsletter.  The Society’s mission is to 
collect, preserve and display information, artifacts and memorabilia 
pertaining to the culture and history of Twentynine Palms and the 
greater Morongo Basin. Its purpose is to educate and to make research 
materials available to the public. 
 

The Society owns and operates the Old Schoolhouse Museum located at 6760 
National Park Drive in Twentynine Palms.  The museum is housed in the oldest 
public building in the Morongo Basin and provides visitors with a chance to 
experience a 1920s era schoolroom and view artifacts and exhibits pertaining to 
the history of Twentynine Palms and the surrounding area.  The museum is open 
1:00 to 4:00 pm, Wednesday through Sunday, (September – May) and 1:00 to 
4:00 pm, Friday, Saturday, and Sunday during the summer (June – August). 
Admission is free; however, donations are always appreciated. Gifts, 
contributions, endowments, and material donations are all, or partially, tax 
deductible. 
 

The day before we had a Ranger lead tour of the Keys homestead in Joshua 
Tree National Park. 
 

Mr. Keys had driven to Pasadena, fallen in love with Francis Layton, convinced 
her to move to his homestead, an 800-acre homestead surrounded by rocks 
with one opening. Mr. Keys was a gold miner, inventor and collector of metal 
objects. 
 

They had 5 children, built many outbuildings, raised 60 cattle, and had an 
extensive vegetable garden with 3 pear trees that are still living.  Mrs. Keys 
loved purple glass and had an extensive collection.  
 

Back in the museum, I was able to see a collection of this glass.  Some was even for sale.  The museum 
is organized into “rooms” displaying artifacts beginning with photos of indigenous people living in the 
area form the Serrano tribe. We had seen a previously inhabited cave the day before. 
 

There were 3 quilts in the exhibit.  All hand quilted intensely.  One was a crazy quilt, maybe brought 
with the family.  I can’t imagine the women had much time to create one while homesteading.  So, the 
next time you think life is hard, just reflect on how much work these women had to do to survive.

Here are some suggestions for quilt entry photography from International Quilt Festival. 
PHOTOGRAPHING YOUR QUILT FOR SUBMISSION 

• Having a great photo of your quilt - straight on, in focus, not on a bed or held up showing hands and 
feet, super important. There is lots of great info on quilt photography on line. Google! 

 

Entering shows is not difficult, but to begin here are a few guidelines: 

• Always make sure you read everything in the call including the calendar, requirements,   rules, etc. 

• Especially the rules! Will save headaches and disappointment later on. 

• Keep a record on your entries so you won’t be caught with a quilt needing to go two places at once. 
Having to remove a quilt from a show or exhibit because you misread the exhibition dates is a no-
no. Ask me how I know... 

• Don’t be intimidated or depressed by a rejection! There are lots of different reasons why a quilt 
doesn’t fit into a specific show. It is usually not because your quilt is bad!
